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1. Human Rights
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1-1 Prohibiting Child Labor
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Not to employ people who do not fulfill the minimum age requirement.
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You must strive to effectively eradicate child labor by not employing people who do not fulfill the highest
of the following age requirements: 15 years as determined by the International Labour Organization (ILO);
the age at which a person completes his/her compulsory education, or; the minimum working age
requirement for a particular country.
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1-2 Prohibiting Forced Labor
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Not to encourage the forced labor of any worker.
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You must strive to effectively eliminate forced labor by firmly guaranteeing that all work is undertaken
voluntarily and that employees are at liberty to retire from work if they so desire. Any form of forced labor
brought about through physical or mental abuse and constraints, coercive control, power or threat is strictly
forbidden.
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1-3 Eliminating Discrimination
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To prohibit any discrimination relating to gender, age, nationality, race, ethnicity, religion, social

status, ability or disability.
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You must not allow discrimination in employment conditions based on the following factors: race, skin
color, ethnicity or nationality, lineage, age, gender, sexual orientation, disability, religion, political opinion,
union membership, pregnancy, marital history, etc.
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1-4 Prohibiting Harassment
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To prohibit physical or mental abuse and other forms of mistreatment, and strictly forbid

harassment that might injure personal dignity.
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You must never treat employees in an unpleasant or inhumane fashion or in any manner that might be
interpreted in that way, including sexual harassment, power harassment, sexual abuse, corporal punishment,
etc. You must clearly determine disciplinary policy and procedures regarding these matters, and inform

employees of these policies in advance.

To uphold all workers’ right to organize and collective bargaining.
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You must respect workers’ right to combine forces in legal and peaceful ways, form organizations and
conduct collective bargaining, and must not punish or obstruct such activities. You need to consider ways to

ensure workers can discuss working conditions and management practices frankly and directly with senior




management without fear of discrimination, reprisal or intimidation.
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1-6 Controlling Long Working Hours
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To appropriately manage employee working hours to ensure they do not exceed local statutory limits.
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Labor hours must not exceed the limit determined by local applicable law. In general, you need to pay
attention to ensure annual working days and weekly working hours (including overtime) do not exceed the
legal limits. Except in extraordinary business conditions, you must allow each employee at least one day
holiday per week. You are also required to afford each employee the right to take annual paid leave as

determined by law.
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1-7 Offering Appropriate Wages
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To pay workers a salary that observes all wage-related laws including minimum wage, overtime, and

statutory benefits.
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Regarding worker remuneration, you must adhere to the applicable wage-related laws, including laws
relating to minimum wage, overtime, and legally stipulated welfare benefits. You are also required to
observe local applicable laws and pay workers a higher hourly rate for any overtime performed.
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2. Occupational Safety and Health
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2-1 Workplace Safety and Health
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To strive to prevent accidents and disasters and minimize damage, building working environments in

which business can be executed safely and comfortably.
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You are required to consider and develop various measures for dealing with and minimizing the damage
caused by accidents and fire in the workplace as well as earthquakes and other natural disasters, and to
make a business continuity plan to deal with such emergency situations. It is also important to conduct
regular practice drills for any determined measures. You are also required to work out an appropriate plan
for understanding and dealing with situations involving harmful chemical substances, large noises and bad

odors.
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2-2 Preventing Occupational Accidents or Diseases
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To clearly understand the prevalence of occupational accidents and diseases, and implement

countermeasures to prevent such occurrences.
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You need to gain a clear understanding of the actual occurrence of occupational accidents and diseases, and
consider and appropriately manage measures to prevent such occurrences in the future. In particular, you
must consider physically taxing operations and pay close attention to the maintenance of employee health.
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2-3 The Safety and Health of Industrial Facilities and Equipment
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To ensure safe and healthy conditions for industrial facilities and equipment.
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You are required to observe all laws and rules applying to industrial facilities and to provide and maintain a
safe and healthy working environment within those facilities. For instance, you need to strive to ensure
clean toilet facilities, safe drinking water, effective fire management policies, adequate ventilation, and
emergency escape routes, etc.
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2-4 Employee Health Management
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To conduct appropriate health management to maintain employee health.
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You are required to follow local applicable law regarding the implementation of appropriate health

management in order to protect employee health.

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To work on the consistent effective use of resources and environmentally friendly manufacturing.
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You are required to adhere to all applicable laws and regulations regarding the environment. You must also
use limited resources effectively to ensure environmentally friendly manufacturing.

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Regarding the management of chemical substances in manufacturing processes and manufactured products,

Bribery includes the offering and receiving of cash, entertainment, presents, business or other favors, etc.
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4-3 Protecting Intellectual Property
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To respect the intellectual property of other parties and avoid infringing that property. To take care
to protect the intellectual property rights that your company holds or owns from third-party

infringement.
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You must respect and not infringe the intellectual property rights of others, including patents, practical
models, designs, trademarks, and copyrights. It is necessary to conduct sufficient prior research when
developing, manufacturing, selling, and providing products or services. Infringing intellectual property
rights through the unauthorized acquisition or use of intellectual property assets or the dishonest copying of
software or documentation is strictly forbidden.
You must also take care to protect the intellectual property rights held or owned by your own company

from third-party infringements.

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To strive to appropriately manage and protect the personal information of your company, business

partners, customers and third parties, and prevent any leakage of that information.
